     From I-35 North of KC, Exit on Hwy. 92 West,  go about 6 miles to 
Hwy. E – follow below 
     From I-29 Exit on Hwy. 92 East. Cross Hwy. 169 at Smithville, and 
continue East past Ectonville store to Hwy E – follow below 
 
     At HWY E, turn North, following curves in road to Camp Branch Road. 
Cross the arm of the lake and continue North on Camp Branch Road. Look 
for camp entrance on your right.
